Thank you for your interest in becoming a panel host! Please read the following information carefully before proceeding to the application.

Dear Applicant,

At District Convention, Circle K clubs from all over California, Nevada, and Hawaii come together to meet new people, receive much-deserved awards, and celebrate the passing of another successful year. However, the convention also serves to educate, prepare and energize Circle K members for the upcoming year. As a workshop host, you are in a unique position to aid us in this goal, simply by sharing your knowledge!

What is a panel workshop? A panel workshop is a new workshop format, in which one Circle K member (the host) conducts a question and answer session with guests who have significant experience in the workshop topic. The Q&A session will then be followed by a group activity. The host is responsible for securing at least 3 guests (the workshop chairs are prepared to assist in this task), preparing a list of preliminary questions to start the discussion and designing an interactive and meaningful group activity.
Each panel will be led by a single host. However, you are welcome to invite any guest you believe is knowledgable in your panel topic or who you believe provides special insight/perspective. You are also welcome to serve as both a host and a guest, in separate panels. Guests may be Circle K members, alumni, Kiwanians and/or community members.

Although we are not currently scheduling guests, if you are interested ONLY in being a guest and NOT a panel host, please contact the workshop chairs and we will pass your name on to the selected panel host. Please note, however, that the final guest selections will be made largely at the discretion of the panel host and NOT the workshop chairs.
Along with the application, we ask that you design a group activity to reinforce the workshop topic OR a list of 10-15 questions you might ask your guests. We also ask that you submit a brief 2-3 minute video recording introducing yourself. Feel free to make this video as creative or simple as you wish—we merely want to get better sense of the person behind the application!
