Presented to the top three clubs with the best overall club service program in each category, this award is named after Mei Po Wong, a Circle K-er from Mt. San Antonio College who was killed in an accident caused by a drunk driver.  Mei Po served as president of her club, and she was serving as the Lt. Governor of the Foothill Division at the time of her death.  This award is given to honor her extraordinary commitment to service and the Kiwanis Family.

*An event can only be listed once on the application. Clubs that list the same event in multiple sections may be disqualified. If an event overlaps into different sections, pick the most applicable section and list the award there.

Note: 

A service hour is defined as any time spent planning, traveling to the project, and toward providing service. List charity fundraisers by the amount of money raised instead of by the hour. Fundraisers for club administration and attendance at conventions are not service fundraisers.  Club Board meetings are not considered service hours, but a committee meeting held specifically to plan a project can be counted as service hours.

RULES PERTAINING TO THE MEI PO WONG AWARD:

There are three categories for this award:


Gold - Clubs with a membership of 61 or more members as of February 28, 2012

Silver - Clubs with a membership of 36 to 60 members as of February 28, 2012


Bronze - Clubs with a membership of 35 or fewer members as of February 28, 2012

One award will be awarded in each of the three categories.

This award is based solely on service performed by a club during the period of March 1, 2011 to February 28, 2012. The award will be given based on the average per capita service hours.  Awards will be presented to the top three clubs in each category with the highest per capita service hours.
