This award is presented to the top three Circle K clubs who have shown unity and fellowship through the implementation and participation of events with other Circle K Clubs and Kiwanis Family Clubs.  

Judging will be based on type of project, Kiwanis Family Club in attendance, and miles traveled.  More weight will be given to service projects and interaction with clubs that do not have as many opportunities to interact with other clubs due to distance or club size. 
An interclub is a meeting staged by two (2) or more Circle K clubs (including clubs in formation), or by a Circle K club and any K-Kids, Builders Club, Key Club, Kiwins, Aktion Club, Kiwanis Junior or Kiwanis Club. The meeting will count as an interclub only for those clubs who meet the following requirements. One club cannot count the event as an interclub if the other club cannot, unless there are more than two clubs present. 

· Clubs with 20 or fewer members need a minimum of two (2) members in attendance to constitute an interclub. 

· Clubs with 21-30 members need a minimum of three (3) members in attendance to constitute an interclub.

· Clubs with 31 or more members need a minimum of four (4) members in attendance to constitute an interclub.
