Below is a short description of the events mention in the KFRF:
What is the Kiwanis Family Shadow Program?
The Kiwanis Family Shadow Program is a program for sharing experiences through “shadowing” for a day. For instance, the Kiwanis Family Shadow Program could be for
Circle K members who would like to check out a Kiwanian’s career path or focus;  a Key Clubber or KIWIN might go to one day of classes with a Circle K-er to find out what college classes are like;  Kiwanians might shadow Circle K-ers to learn about how the collegiate experience has changed. The main idea is just that by allowing one group to shadow another, we will  be giving them a chance to see where they may be heading in the future, so they might better prepare for it. Kiwanis Family bonds can also certainly strengthen through this shadow program.
What are the Kiwanis Family Periods?
This program was implemented last year and aims to focus each season on one of the three tenets of CircleK. For example, September through November is “Fall into Fellowship.” What this means is that as a Kiwanis Family Chair, you can try to focus your events on fellowship. From December through March is “Winter Leaderland.” This is an opportunity to focus on leadership activities. Lastly, March through May is “Spring into Service.” This is a time where you can host and participate in service projects with other branches of the Kiwanis Family. Kiwanis One Day is also held during “Spring into Service.”
What is Key to College?
Key to College is a program that Circle K and Kiwanis runs for Key Club/KIWIN’S members. The goal of hosting a Key to College is to educate high school students about college. This is often accomplished by hosting interac tive workshops that guide high school students through the ins and outs of college. Many high school students feel they do not have someone they can turn to when they have questions about college. Put yourself in their shoes: as lost freshman, you probably did not know much about the extracurricular activities offered in col lege or how to effectively study. Therefore, having a Key to College will serve to guide these “lost freshmen.” 
This is also a great opportunity to promote Circle K to the Key Club/KIWIN’S members and describe your experiences as a Circle K member. In addition, this is also a great chance for high school students to interact with college students one-on-one and ask them questions about college life. While many of these students are worried most about choosing between colleges, there are some high school students that do not even consider college as an option for them. Hosting a Key to College in an area with a low college attendance rate is a great way to encourage students to apply to college.
