i. Capital ð Christine Greve 
 

Lieutenant Governor Greve made all her last visits to clubs. University of the 
Pacific (òUOPó) hosted the last divisional council meeting (òDCMó). Raising 
over $2,000 for the District Fundraising Initiatives (òDFIó) and bringing 70 
members to District Convention, hopefully the Capital division will be very 
loud this year. UOP might not be able to come to DCON anymore because 
they are not able to find rides. The other clubs are strong and even Sierra 
Collegeõs paperwork is in! Sierra is bringing 5 members and a LTG candidate.  

 
ii.  Desert Oasis ð Andrea Nguyen 

 
The College of Southern Nevada is bringing 5 members to DCON! The 
University of Nevada, Las Vegas has been inspired by UC Riversideõs KROQ 
Benefit Concert and is planning to do a similar concert for breast cancer. UC 
Riverside (òUCRó) got a big boost in membership, rising from 49 members 
to 60. UCRõs òDCON in 5 minutesó skit is very funny and people should 
watch it.  

 
iii.  Foothill ð Tiffany Duong 

 
Pasadena City College just recently elected their new board for the ô09-ô10 
year. They have a lot of new members coming to their meetings and are 
bringing 10 people to DCON. Claremont Colleges is also bringing 4 people 
to DCON. Cal Poly Pomona (òCPPó) just trained their new board and is 
currently on spring break. They are bringing 14 members to district 
convention.

The Golden Gate divisional dance crew became the District dance crew 
òBollywood.ó This year, a project of the month was instituted and proved to 
be very successful with an average of 60-70 members in attendance at each 
DCM. The Golden Gate division makes up 1/5 of the membership of the 
district and has 25,000 service hours, which makes up ~28% of the total 
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District service hours. The division has raised $15,000 for the DFIs and even 
makes up a third of the Districtõs interclubs. At the last DCM, there was a 
divisional Cheer Training where members practiced being spirited. This year 
at DCON, Golden Gate has two CNH Idols and two talent show acts. Most 
of the club boards are in good shape except for Santa Rosa, whose club fell 
apart because the president and club board were too busy with transferring. 
It is very exciting to have two candidates for LTGs!  

 
v. Magic Kingdom ð Daniel Ha 

 
During the past month, Lieutenant Governor Ha went to the UC Irvine 
(òUCIó) Service Auction, which raised $5,000 for the DFIs. The Candidateõs 
Education Session South, North, and District Large Scale Service Project 
North (òDLSSP Northó) were also very fun. The day after DLSSP North, 
the UC Irvine elections took place, which ended up being 4 hours long. The 
following day was UCIõs All In for UNICEF charity poker tournament, 
which raised $3,000 for UNICEF Six Cents Initiative. The Kiwanis Midyear 
South supply sales was also very fun. Irvine Valley College (òIVCó) hosted 
the February Enchanted Council Meeting (òECMó) while Whittier College 
hosted the very last one. The last ECM had good representation from three 
different colleges. Saddleback College is bring seven members to District 
Convention, while Santa Ana is bringing four members.  

 
vi. Metro ð Maria Turcios 

 
All of the Metro Division clubs is going to be in attendance at DCON with a 
total of 57 members and even two candidates running to be the next yearõs 
LTG. This year, the division experienced a 30% membership growth and had 
a total of six divisional projects. There was an awesome last DCM complete 
with a barbeque and photo shoot. Lieutenant Governor Turcios is very 
proud that she visited each club in her division four to seven times each this 
year. She is glad that she got to know her clubs and made a lot of new 
friends. The Metro Division has raised around $3,000 for the DFIs this year. 
The Metro Training Conference is going to be held on April 5th and the 
Metro Divisional Banquet is on April 26th. 

 
vii. Paradise ð E.T. Mac 

 
All the Paradise division clubs are doing well, with the exception of 
University of Hawaii, Manoa. There are 42 Paradise division members 
coming to DCON with 32 members from UC San Diego. San Diego State 
University is doing well, with new people at every meeting. Grossmont is 
working on getting in contact with their Kiwanis clubs and on recruiting new 
members. Hawaii Pacific University is not chartered yet, but already has 18 
members.  

 
c. Publications Editor ð Amy Wang 
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The last issue of this yearõs Sunburst just recently came out. Publications Editor 
Wang plans on creating a joint issue with her successor.  

 
d. Treasurer ð Alice Hua 

 
If there are still vouchers to be submitted, it is not too late. However, they need to 
be submitted as soon as possible because they must be received within 30 days. The 
individual budgets should be used so that future successors can have something to 
work with. In terms of fundraising, the district has exceeded its $35,000 goal with 
$17,000 for Pediatric Trauma Programs, $14,000 for UNICEF Six Cents Initiative, 
and $6,500 for the Captain Planet Foundation. The fundraisers at DCON this year 
include selling music notes in a divisional competition and having an arcade room 
where it will be $1 per game or $5 all night long. The division that buys the most will 
win the òOn Site Fundraisersó award, Mario doll.  

 
e. Secretary ð Alex Chu 

 
Consecutively, 29 schools have sent in their Monthly Report Forms (òMRFsó) each 
month. Itõs been very hard to accomplish goal of 100% submission rate because each 
month there are new schools to be accounted for. There are also 23  schools that 
qualified for 100% On-Time MRF Submission.
