1. Promote the meaningfulness of our District Fundraising Initiatives through implementing
DFI-related service projects at district events and through providing divisions with suggestions and
contact information for local organizations involved in our DFIs.

At our first mini-meeting, I presented this district goal to my Finance and Fundraising
committee, and they are very supportive of the idea. We will begin compiling relevant service
project ideas at our next committee meeting and distribute the information in the form of a
manual to serve as a reference for Cal-Nev-Ha club officers. This information will also be made
available on our district website, by the start of fall recruitment. For Crazy Kompetition for
Infants, the chairs and I plan to ask Kiwanis to send a representative to speak about Pediatric
Trauma Program and educate the membership about the cause we are supporting by
participating in CKI North and South.
