FROM SACRAMENTO/DAVIS AREA: 
 Travel south on Hwy 99 until you reach Manteca 

 Exit E. Yosemite Rd/Hwy 120 to Oakdale/Sonora 

 Once in Sonora, Continue on the bypass to Hwy 108 

 Pass Jamestown into Sonora and Continue on the bypass to Hwy 108 

 Exit Hess Ave and make a Left at the light onto Phoenix Lake Rd 

(Directions Continued under From Phoenix Lake Rd.) 

 

FROM BAY AREA: 
 Take Hwy 508 East towards Tracy 

 Take Hwy 205 East through Tracy, then North on Hwy 5 for ONE EXIT 

 Head East on Hwy 120 which will take you on Hwy 99 for a small while, but 

will quickly exit Hwy 99 as you follow signs for Hwy 120 East toward 

Oakdale and into Sonora 

 Pass Jamestown into Sonora and continue on the bypass to Hwy 108 

 Exit Hess Ave and make a Left at the light onto Phoenix Lake Rd 

(Directions Continued under From Phoenix Lake Rd.) 

 

FROM SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA: 
 Take Hwy 99 North to Saliada 

 Exit on Kieman Ave to Henry Ave 

 Left onto Mc Henry toward Escalon 

 In Escalon, turn Right onto Jackson Ave/Hwy 120 to Oakdale/Sonora 



 Once in Oakdale, Continue to follow Hwy 120 into Sonora 

 Pass Jamestown into Sonora and continue on the bypass to Hwy 108 

 Exit Hess Ave and make a Left at the light onto Phoenix Lake Rd 

(Directions Continued under From Phoenix Lake Rd.) 

 

HWY 108 （COMING INTO SONORA FROM THE WEST） 
 Once you arrive in Sonora, do not exit to Downtown Sonora, but continue 

straight on the Hwy 108 bypass and exit at Hess Ave 

 Turn Left at the light onto Phoenix Lake Rd 

(Directions Continued under From Phoenix Lake Rd.) 
 

FROM PHOENIX LAKE RD. （OFF HESS AVE. AND HIGHWAY 108） 
 Go 6.5 miles on Phoenix Lake Rd. at that point the road will make a large 

curve to the left and become Big Hill Rd. 

 Continue on Big Hill Rd. for 4 miles until you get to Old Oak Ranch Rd. 

 Make a VERY sharp right onto Old Oak Ranch Rd.  This is a narrow, paved 

road.  Please remember that it is a 2-way road and you may encounter buses. 

 Continue 2 miles to Old Oak Ranch, which has brown buildings and a sign out 

front. 
 

NOTE: 
PLEASE follow only these directions.  DO NOT TAKE Shaw’s Flat Rd.  While it may appear to be a quicker route, 
you are more likely to get lost.  There will be signs posted on the routes that have been provided above.  The 
difference in time is negligible and is not worth the added risk.  Please make sure to follow the signs. 
 
It is important that you attempt AS EARLY AS POSSIBLE as it can get VERY FOGGY after dusk, making it difficult to 
drive. 
 
We also recommend you stop in town for dinner before proceeding up to the camp.  There are several fast food 
restaurants on the way and in Sonora.
